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Meerut: A group of  police-
men in plain clothes surroun-
ded a car in UP’s Shamli with
a BJP functionary and four of
his relatives inside, allegedly
opening fire that left one of
the men with a bullet wound.
The incident, caught on a
CCTV camera, shows a car
pulling up in the middle of  a
road with its left indicator
blinking and a bunch of  men,
who turned out to be cops,
swiftly surrounding it. The
car then speeds away, almost
hitting two cops of  the special
operation group.

Senior police officers,
caught off  guard by the shoot-
out involving their men, have
ordered an inquiry. Superin-
tendent of  police (SP) Shamli,
Sukriti Madhav, said, “A pro-
be has been ordered. We are
trying to verify if  the firing
was intentional or uninten-
tional. Looking at the video,
we can see the car stopping in
the middle of  the road. Its
glasses are tinted, making it
difficult to see who is sitting
inside. Then the vehicle spe-
eds off. That must have pro-
mpted the cops to open fire.

But all these things are a mat-
ter of  investigation.”

Satyender Tomar, BJP dis-
trict president, said, “The vi-
deo exhibits very clearly that
it is 100% the fault of  the poli-
ce. We have registered our
protest with the police brass.
They have asked for two days
to bring out the truth and take
action against the culprits.”

The BJP worker, Ashwin
Panwar, 41, said that had he
not fled, the policemen would
have shot him dead on Tues-
day night. He alleged that
they were “hired” by his poli-
tical rivals to get him killed.
Ashwin’s father was killed in
2005 when he was the sitting
chairman of  a nagar pancha-
yat in Shamli.

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New Delhi: The Chhattis-
garh Police have begun ef-
forts to secure the release of
abducted CRPF CoBRA per-
sonnel Rajeshwar Singh
Manhas and are said to have
finalised intermediaries for
opening a channel of  com-
munication with the Mao-
ists for the purpose of  his sa-
fe transfer from the custody
of  his captors. 

A source told TOI that se-
curity agencies are “very
hopeful” about Maoists han-
ding over the abducted com-
mando unharmed as they
are purportedly keen to pro-
ject a “human” face after ha-
ving justified the killing of
22 security personnel as a
“retaliatory strike” they we-
re forced to carry out to ne-
utralise the massive anti-
Naxal "attack" by security
forces in Bijapur area. 

TOI has learnt Chhattis-
garh police have roped in a
set of  ‘independent’ emissa-
ries to open a dialogue with
Maoists holding Manhas
and they may set off  on
Thursday itself. On Wednes-
day, the CPI (Maoist) put out

a photograph of  Manhas in
which he appeared to be fi-
ne. The emissaries, said to
have worked with the Mao-
ists in similar situations
previously, are likely to tra-
vel to the interiors and dis-
cuss the commando's un-
conditional release. 

“Past precedents indica-
te that Maoists may well ag-
ree to free the hostage witho-
ut putting forth any de-

mands. So far they have not
communicated any condi-
tions. It is possible that he
may be handed over on
Thursday itself. We need to
wait and watch,” a police of-
ficial said. 

He pointed to the press
release by CPI (Maoist) spo-
kesperson Vikalp on Tues-
day, assuring Manhas is in
safe custody of  ‘janatana
sarkar’ until his release

upon appointment of  ‘emis-
saries’ by the government.

The official cited the ca-
se of  Canadian national
John Salazak who was detai-
ned by the Maoists in Sukma
area of  Chhattisgarh in 2017
for allegedly “inadvertent-
ly” entering “their area”
while on a cycling expedi-
tion. The Chhattisgarh poli-
ce, which was urged by then
foreign minister Sushma
Swaraj as well as the Cana-
dian embassy to ensure his
safe return, had used emis-
saries who convinced Mao-
ists to hand him over. 

While the energies of  the
counter-Naxal forces, inclu-
ding the Chhattisgarh Poli-
ce, are focused on securing
the early and safe release of
the abducted CoBRA per-
sonnel, a source indicated
that the abduction may have
given a breather to the Mao-
ist attackers from a retalia-
tory strike. “The PLGA-1 at-
tackers led by Hidma may
have bought time to cross in-
ter-state junctions and to re-
view its strategies to pre-
empt an imminent retaliato-
ry strike by the security for-
ces,” said a senior officer.

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Haroa: A 36-year-old Trinamo-
ol Congress worker who had re-
fused to chant “Jai Shri Ram”
suffered multiple fractures in
an attack by suspected BJP sup-
porters at Haroa in Bengal’s
North 24-Parganas late on Tu-
esday. A BJP supporter was ar-
rested on Wednesday in con-
nection with the assault on She-
ikh Akhtar Ali.

Sources said Akhtar, alias
Mantu, was on his way home
to Haroa’s Shyamla from the
Mahistikari fish farm in the
area when he was waylaid by
the accused. 

“The attackers dragged
him to a local club and asked
him to chant ‘Jai Shri Ram’.
When Akhtar refused, they be-
at him up with iron rods and
bamboo sticks. They then left
him unconscious on the road
near his house,” said former
MLA and Trinamool’s Haroa
candidate Hazi Nurul Islam.

Some residents took the cri-
tically injured man to Haroa
State General Hospital, from
where he was shifted to Basir-

hat District Hospital after his
condition deteriorated. 

As news of  the attack spre-
ad, hundreds of  Trinamool
supporters laid siege to Haroa
police station till late in the
night, demanding the immedi-
ate arrest of  the culprits.

Akhtar’s father Sheikh Sat-
tar lodged a complaint against
nine people. The arrested BJP
supporter was identified as Ta-
rak Hazra.

BJP claimed the incident
was the fallout of  Trinamool in-
fighting. “The allegations (of
BJP’s involvement) are base-
less. They have been involved
in a monetary dispute relating
to the bheri trade and are 
now blaming BJP,” the party’s
Barasat president Shankar
Chatterjee said.

Under Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, a keen advo-
cate of sustainable growth,
India has emerged as one
among the few countries that
are on track tomeet their Paris
commitments. Ever since the
US and China pledged carbon
neutrality by 2050 and 2060
respectively, there is immense
pressureonIndiaastheworld’s
third-largest carbon emitter to
follow suit. There is plenty of
speculationthat Indiamaytar-
get a net-zero economy by
2047, tocoincidewith100years
of Independence and steal a
march over China. However, a
midcenturytargetmaybeatall
ordergivenIndiahasagrowing
population and is at a much
earlier stage of development

than both US and China, with
urbanisation, industrialisation
and energy demand all poised
for accelerated growth. Yet, a
bold target, backed by legisla-
tionwill sendoutaclear signal
to different stakeholders to
implement policies andmeas-
ures toworktowards thetarget
andestablishIndiaasaclimate
champion.Thiscalls foraclear,
coherent policy framework at
the national and state levels,
addressing various socio-eco-
nomic impacts of transition.

Firstly, India will need a
moreaggressivedeploymentof
renewablestoincreaseitsshare
in thepowermixvis-à-viscoal.
Next, itmustusher inagreener
transport sector by fast track-
ingelectricvehiclesrunningon
cleanpower,backedbyadequ-
ate charging infrastructure.
Businesses will need to switch
to low carbonmodes, particu-
larly in hard to abate sectors
like steel and cement. The key
lies in boosting energy effi-
ciency, choosing cleaner
options like hydrogen, liquid
biofuelsandembracingcarbon
capture,utilisationandstorage
technologies.Economicmech-
anismslikecarbontradingwill
facilitate the reallocation of
resources towards new tech-
nologies, while public-private
partnerships will be essential
to fund and promote research
and innovation.

Declaring anet-zero goal is
the easy bit but backing it up
with actionable steps in the
short term can be daunting. It
is here that theUS can act as a
strategicpartnerandinject the
much-needed financial and
technological stimuli that will

enable the achievement of
India’s net-zero goal. There is
tremendouspotential foreffec-
tivecollaborationbetween the
two nations with US support
catalysingIndia’sdecarbonisa-
tion. The US Climate Envoy’s
visit is theperfect opportunity
to focus on closer ties in the
following areas:
i)Accelerate India’s transition
to clean energy through direct
aid from the Green Climate
FundandbyfacilitatingUSAID
and USDFC investments in
greenprojects.
ii) Design collaborative
research programmes for fast
emerging low carbon technol-
ogies like green hydrogen and
carbon capture, marked by a
transferofbothfundsandtech-
nical knowhow.
iii) Promote development of
climateriskresilient infrastruc-
ture with the US joining the
CDRI, a brainchild of Prime
Minister Modi. Further,
develop financial solutions for
retrofittingexisting infrastruc-
ture and introducing new cli-
mate risk insurance schemes.
iv) Setting up a joint forum of
CEOs and climate entrepre-
neurs, drawn across sectors,
to discuss ideas, innovations
and share best practices
related to sustainable busi-
ness operations.

The US lending a helping
hand can embolden India to
declare a net-zero goal that is
not justanotherhollowpledge.

An addition of $564 million to its
exportswouldhavebeenablipfor
India, which annually exports

goods worth $331 billion. But the signifi-
cance of Pakistan signalling a revival of
trade relations would have been far
greater. Amid rising sugar prices,
Pakistan’s Economic Coordination
Committee of the Cabinet had onMarch
31 decided to begin importing sugar and
cottonfromIndia.However, thenextday,
the Pakistan Cabinet took a U-turn and
decided otherwise. There has been neg-
ligibletradebetweenthetwoin2020;data
from the Union commerce ministry
shows that India in 2018-19 exported $2
billion worth of goods to Pakistan, $564
million of which was accounted for by
sugar andcotton.

Economic theoriessuggest thatneigh-
bouringcountrieshaveahigher tendency
totradewitheachother,andthosesharing
similar cultures aremore likely to engage
in bilateral trade. However, the case with
India and Pakistan has been different.
Tradebetweenthetwohasbeenahostage
to political considerations, ebbing during
times of political uncertainty.

Therefore, despite being a neighbour,
Pakistan has never accounted for more
than2percentof India’s totalexports,and
its share in India’s total imports is less
than 1 per cent. While India’s share in
Pakistan’s imports ismuchhigherat3per
cent, it accounts for 1-2 per cent of
Pakistan’s total exports.

In fact, even at the height of engage-
ment between the two sides, India sent
only 1.2 per cent of its total merchandise
exports to Pakistan and received 0.9 per
cent of its total imports from there. Even
beforerestrictionswereimposed,tradebet-
ween both countries had been declining.

In 2015-16, Pakistan’s share in India’s
merchandiseexportswas0.83percentand
that in importswas 0.12 per cent. In 2018-
19, this declined to 0.63 per cent and 0.10
per cent, respectively. In 2019-20,
Pakistan’s share in India’s exports fell 58
per cent, even as imports from therewere
practicallynon-existent.

Compare this with Bangladesh. While
total bilateral trade (exports+imports)
between India and Bangladesh has
increasedfivetimesinthepastdecadeand
a half, Bangladesh’s share in India’s total
exports has risen by 1.5 times. There has
been an even greater 5.3-time increase in
Bangladesh's share in India's imports.
While both Bangladesh and Pakistan had
a similar level of total trade in 2006-07,
Bangladesh's total trade with India today
is 31.8 timesmore thanPakistan’s.

Meanwhile, Pakistan’s economy has
deteriorated during this period. Its exter-
naldebthas increased from24per centof
its gross domestic product (GDP) in 2015
to43per cent ofGDP last year.

Re-routedtrade
There is no doubt that a trade disruption
hurts both economies. India’s major
exports to Pakistan are intermediate
goods — they account for 68 per cent of
total trade—andahaltmeans an impact

on employment. For Pakistan, on the
other hand, a disruption translates into
an absence of low-cost raw material for
its textile market. In 2018-19, its cotton
imports from India, duty-free because of
its most-favoured nation status,
accounted for nearly half of the cotton
Pakistanimportedtosupport its$4-billion
textile industry.

However, the extent to which a loss of
tradehas cost either country isdifficult to
gauge, given the many informal trade

channels.AstudyreleasedbyBRIEFlast
yearshowedthat thetwocountriesstart-
ed trading through partners in times of
political uncertainty. So, Indian goods
entered Pakistan through a circuitous
route, and the same held true for
Pakistani products coming to India.
Informal trade between the two coun-
tries in 2018-19was as big or bigger than
formal trade, the study estimates.

In fact, the study estimates informal
trade between India and Pakistan to be
near $2-2.5 billion, even though there is
a cost escalation as India exports these
goods to one country and thenDubai or
Iran re-exports them to Pakistan. The
size of the market may be much larger.

According to a 2018-19 Icrier paper,
informal trade between both countries
in 2012-13 might have been to the tune
of over $4 billion, with India exporting
$4 billion and importing $721 million
worthof goods fromPakistan.

Buttherearewidevariationsonthese
accounts. A study from Pakistan’s side
estimatedthesizeoftheinformalmarket
to bemuch lower, at $1.79 billion.

Besides the benefits of formalisation
of trade from Pakistan, studies on both
sidesof theborder estimate that the two
countries are forgoing a huge trade
potential. A World Bank study in 2007
estimated the trade potential between
IndiaandPakistantobeanywhere inthe
range of $3-10 billion. A decade later,
anotherWorldBankstudy increasedthe
projectionto$37billion,almosta10thof
thecountries’ total tradeinmerchandise
with the rest of theworld.

An Icrier paper in 2018 estimated a
similar trade potential, at $37 billion. It
highlighted that India had an export
potential for telephones for cellular net-
works, vehicles, iron and other chemi-

cals.Ontheotherhand,Indiacouldimport
textiles fromPakistan.

Besides trade potential, the countries
could also collaborate on other projects.
Beforethecessationoftradeties, Indiahad
entered into an agreement with Pakistan
tosellpower.Punjab,apower-surplusstate
withover7GWcapacity,wouldhavebene-
fitted from thedecision.

The Uttarakhand forest
department has turned its
gazeheavenwards,hopingand
praying that the meteorologi-
caldepartment’sweather fore-
cast proves accurate and the
rain gods come to the rescue
of the state that’s struggling
with forest fires.

In the last two or three
days, forest fires have broken
out with seething frenzy in
many areas of the hill state,
andare threatening todestroy
the rich plant and animal
wealth of the Himalayan
region,particularly in itswild-
life sanctuaries.

Already two government
schools and a tea garden have
been destroyed in the Pauri
district. More than 1,600 hec-
tare of forest area has gone up
in smoke so far this season.
And in Pithoragarh district,
residents have started com-
plaining of breathing diffi-
culties due to heavy smoke.

Forest fires are not a
recent phenomenon in
Uttarakhand.Every year, fires
break out in the state in the
beginning of summer. The
state experiences scanty rain-
fall in winter and the pine
trees, which are mostly dry
and packed with the inflam-
mable resin, fuel their spread.
In the last six days alone, 362
such incidents have been
reported, destroying forest
wealth worth ~14.19 lakh.

However, in most places,
the forest fires have so far
remained confined to the
ground level, and the trees

have remained untouched.
Crown fires, where trees get
burnt, have not been seen in
Uttarakhandthis timearound,
says Man Singh, the nodal
officer of the state forest
department on forest fires.

A majority of the forest
fires canbe traced tohumans,
sayexperts.This iswhyduring
the lockdown last year, there
weren’t as many fires and the
ones thatdidbreakoutdidnot
assume alarming proportions
and largelywent unnoticed.

But this year, big fires have
been reported in places like
Nainital and Pauri. So much
so that Chief Minister Tirath
SinghRawathad to turn to the
Centre for help. Union Home
Minister Amit Shah then sent
two Indian Air Force helicop-
ters and also assured help
from the National Disaster
Response Force (NDRF).

Despite the intervention,
the situation continues to be
alarming right from the
Pithoragarhhills in the east to
the Chakrata hills in the west.
Though IAF helicopters tried
to douse the fires at Tehri and

in other areas, the initial
results were not satisfactory.

Now, the rain, predictedby
the meteorological depart-
ment, is the only hope, offi-
cials say. “We are expecting
rains in parts of the hills and
are hopeful that most of the
forest fires will be contained
thereafter,” says Rajiv
Bhartari, principal chief con-
servator who heads the forest
department. AndonApril 7, it
did rain. In some areas,
the fires have since started
scaling down.

According to official data
from the state forest depart-
ment, more than 1,150 inci-

dents of forest fires have been
reported in the last five or six
months. The intensity of the
blazes has increased in a
number of places in the last
couple of days, prompting the
authorities into action. In the
past 12 hours, 75 more inci-
dents have been reported in
which 105.85 hectare of forest
has been gutted.

In a statement, Chief
Minister Rawat said his gov-
ernment is taking both long-
termandshort-termmeasures
to control the fires. The forest
department has deployed
most of its guards to control
the fires. In a video that went
viral, state forest minister
Harak Singh Rawat was also
seen trying to douse a fire in
Pauridistrictbybeating itwith
a shrub.

According to Ajay Rawat,
an expert on forest fires and a
former professor at Kumaon
University, there are several
factors that cause these inci-
dents. “The forestdepartment
must take steps in close
coordinationwithvillagers, for
both immediate and long-
termmeasures,” he says.

Experts says presence of
inflammable material in the
proximity of the forest also
needs to be dealt with and
such material ought to be
removed immediately. They
also say that commercial use
of pine needles, which cause
the spread of forest fires,
needs to be speeded up. The
BJP government in the state
has come out with a separate
policy on commercial utilisa-
tion of pine needles for pro-
ducing electricity.
